B1. Performance of Operating Segments of the Group 

For the Financial Year under Review

For the financial year under review, the Group revenue decreased 12% to RM17.961 million as compared with RM20.458 million generated in the previous financial year. The performance of the operating segments are as follows:-  
Manufacturing of Wood Products

Sales from engineered doors fell 6% to RM12.09 million for the financial year under review compared with previous year sales of RM12.86 million.  The lower sales is attributed to a drop in demand from Australia market in the first financial quarter.  Nevertheless, the sales order improved and returned to normal since the second financial quarter.
 Fire door sales for the local market also declined significantly compared with the previous corresponding year due to expiry of fire door licenses and new and more stringent requirements imposed by SIRIM and Bomba.
Granting of Financing

A total hire purchase of RM20.9 million was granted in the financial year under review compared with RM20.2 million in the previous year.  Interest from hire purchase declined marginally to RM4.071 million as against RM4.116 million in the preceding year.  
In line with the decrease in revenue, the Group registered lower profit before taxation of RM2.567 million for the financial year as against profit before tax of RM3.184 million reported in the previous year.    
For the Current Quarter under Review

For the current quarter under review, the Group recorded a 4% decrease in revenue to RM4.7 million as compared with RM4.9 million recorded in the previous year corresponding period.  The performance of the operating segments are as follows:-

Manufacturing of Wood Products

The engineered door sales increased by 10% to RM3.53 million for the current quarter under review compared with preceding year corresponding period.  Fire door sales however, reduced by 68% to RM0.137 million compared with RM0.427 million reported in preceding year corresponding period.
Granting of Financing

Revenue for the current quarter under review decreased by 11% to RM0.875 million as compared with previous year corresponding period.
In line with the decrease in revenue, the Group registered a lower profit before taxation of RM0.650 million for the current quarter under review as against profit before tax of RM0.711 million reported in the preceding year corresponding period. 
B2. Material Changes in the Quarterly Results compared to the results of the preceding Quarter

The Group registered slightly higher revenue in the current quarter compared with previous quarter.  However, the Group registered a slightly lower profit before taxation of RM0.650 million in the current quarter as compared with profit before taxation of RM0.661 million in the preceding quarter. The lower profit is mainly due to lower share of profit of associated company in the current quarter. 
B3. Prospects

(a) There are positive signs of recovery in the United States and Australian economy.  We expect demand for doors to improve gradually.  The hire purchase business however is expected to generate higher income in the next financial year.
The Board is of the view that the Group’s performance in the next financial year will be better.
