17. Material Changes in the Quarterly Results compared to the results of the preceding Quarter

The Group’s profit before taxation of RM0.902 million in the current quarter was marginally higher than the RM0.838 million achieved in the preceding quarter.  This is mainly due to better profit margin generated from the manufacturing sector as a result of new cost control measures adopted. 

18. Review of  Performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries

For the period under review, the Group recorded turnover and profit before taxation of RM7.961 million and RM0.902 million respectively.  The wood-based manufacturing division remains as the main contributor to the Group’s earning.

In the opinion of the Directors, the results for the current financial period to date have not been affected by any transaction or event of a material or unusual nature which has arisen between 30 June 2000 and the date of this announcement except that overseas sales for the Group’s wood-based products has recently reduced significantly.
